The sailors question Jonah

Jonah responds and says he “worships” the LORD

The sailors are afraid

The sailors question Jonah again

Jonah tells them that they can avoid the storm by throwing him overboard

The sailors try to save Jonah and themselves by rowing

The sailors pray to the LORD for mercy
The sailors fear the LORD and honour him
